The Greek market retreated after yesterday’s rally, loosing more than half of 
Monday’s gains, possibly affected by the quite high interest rate on 6M and 12M 
bills. Turnover returned again to low levels (€150 mn). The General Index lost 
2.21% paced by banks (-4.2%). Smaller capitalizations recorded lower losses. From 
FTSE Athex 20 constituents only OPAP, Motor Oil and Ellaktor posted gains, while 
National, Alpha and Piraeus banks, Viohalco and Titan recorded losses higher than 
4%.  
European markets closed lower yesterday, with energy companies sliding after a 
retreat in crude price and banking stocks down on profit taking. US markets were 
initially lukewarm from Alcoa’s mixed results, but interest in tech stocks ahead of 
Intel's earnings report helped the broader market to close positively. After the bell, 
Intel reporter stronger than expected earnings. 
European futures opened higher today. We anticipate a mild open for our domestic 
market, with positive European momentum likely to somewhat lift sentiment.
